The Carmo church continues to thrive. On September 27-28, an evangelistic outreach
in Conceigdo reached 85 children, with 40 accepting Christ as Savior, along with three
adults. God in His greatness, has provided a building which will be inaugurated soon. It is
exciting to see God’s people working together to reach the lost!

In Pomerode, attendance remains strong with over 30 people regularly attending
services. Recently, three young men from a local rehab center were saved and are now
attending the Sunday evening services. What joy to see God at work.

The Brazilian Sunday School class at MBC continues to reach the Brazilian
community.

I am blessed to share that I have another grandson, Henry Calvin Nichols, who was
born on August 18, 2025, to Stephen and Emily.

In the past few weeks, I have had the privilege of traveling to Texas, Kentucky, South
Carolina, and Ohio. Two of these trips were to attend funerals for loved ones who had
greatly impacted our ministry. During my travels, I had the chance to give a personal
Nichols’ missionary lesson to a combined Sunday School class, share updates with family
as well as with LaRue Baptist Church in Kentucky and Central Baptist Church in
Texas. All were encouraged to see magnitude of our God at work.

One of the most remarkable experiences occurred while flying back to Huntsville from
Shreveport. A flight attendant placed an autistic young man named Daniel, next to me.
He spoke no English. The flight attendants asked if I could try to assist him as they had no
idea what language he spoke. He was traveling alone to Brazil and spoke Portuguese!
Only God could have put this missionary to Brazil on that flight where Daniel desperately
needed someone to calm him. I was also able to share the gospel with Daniel. I met two
young men from Morocco, who were enthralled with our beautiful country since their
recent arrival. I told them that there is a country EVEN BETTER YET! If they never get to
see that country (heaven), they have missed everything! Tracts were gladly received. God
orchestrates even the smallest details of
our lives.

Finally, I want to thank each of you for
your continued prayers and support.
