 July 1 
Habakkuk 3:2, O LORD, I have heard thy speech, and was afraid: O LORD, revive thy work in 
the midst of the years, in the midst of the years make known; in wrath remember mercy. 

Pray for revival. Pray that those who are growing will flourish greatly. 
Pray our love for God and others grows. Pray for mercy on our nation. 

 July 2 
Deuteronomy 24:5, When a man hath taken a new wife, he shall not go out to war, neither 
shall he be charged with any business: but he shall be free at home one year, and shall cheer 
up his wife which he hath taken. 

Pray for couples and families to be encouraged and to display Christ’s 
love. Pray for those waiting for God’s best mate for life. Pray for our 
couples’ Sunday school classes. 

 July 3 
Nehemiah 13:12, Then brought all Judah the tithe of the corn and the new wine and the oil 
unto the treasuries. 

Pray for God to help you and our church family to be faithful in giving 
to Him from the new blessings He has given. 

 July 4 
Psalm 40:3, And he hath put a new song in my mouth, even praise unto our God: Many shall 
see it, and fear, and shall trust in the LORD. 

Pray and thank the Lord for the U.S.A. and His blessings on our nation. 
Pray for joy to praise Him and to help others know Him. 

 July 5 
Psalm 98:1, O sing unto the LORD a new song; For he hath done marvellous things: His right 
hand, and his holy arm, hath gotten him the victory. 

Pray to prepare your heart to worship God today. Pray for our pastors 
and staff. 

 July 6 
Psalm 103:5, Who satisfieth thy mouth with good things; So that thy youth is renewed like 
the eagle’s. 

Pray to see God’s good benefits, so that you will be renewed. Pray for 
our school and daycare ministries. 

 July 7 
Psalm 149:1, Praise ye the LORD. Sing unto the LORD a new song, And his praise in the 
congregation of saints. 

Pray for our church family to be excited and prepared to worship the 
Lord together each time we come together. Pray for our deacons. 

 July 8 
Proverbs 3:9–10, Honour the LORD with thy substance, And with the firstfruits of all thine 
increase: So shall thy barns be filled with plenty, And thy presses shall burst out with new 
wine. 

Pray for God to help you grow in faith and trustworthiness with His 
blessings, so you may be blessed and be a blessing by giving more. 

 July 9 
Ecclesiastes 1:9, The thing that hath been, it is that which shall be; and that which is done is 
that which shall be done: and there is no new thing under the sun. 

Pray for contentment in days of adversity as you wait upon the Lord to 
do new things in the future. 

 July 10 
Ecclesiastes 12:1, Remember now thy Creator in the days of thy youth, while the evil days 
come not, nor the years draw nigh, when thou shalt say, I have no pleasure in them. 

Pray for young people to know God now and not to wait until they are 
older. Pray for our preschool and children’s ministry teams. 

 July 11 
Isaiah 42:9, Behold, the former things are come to pass, And new things do I declare: Before 
they spring forth I tell you of them. 

Pray for God’s people to listen to His voice and to be patient as we wait 
for His will to be accomplished in these strange times. 

 July 12 
Isaiah 43:19, Behold, I will do a new thing; Now it shall spring forth; shall ye not know it? I 
will even make a way in the wilderness, And rivers in the desert. 

Pray for wisdom and contentment as you grow in your faith today. 

 July 13 
Isaiah 48:6, Thou hast heard, see all this; And will not ye declare it? I have shewed thee new 
things from this time, Even hidden things, and thou didst not know them. 

Pray for God to help you see new-to-you things in His Word as you 
study It. Pray for our discipleship ministry team. 

 July 14 
Isaiah 62:2, And the Gentiles shall see thy righteousness, And all kings thy glory: And thou 
shalt be called by a new name, Which the mouth of the LORD shall name. 

Pray for a our church to have a bigger draw for people to come and 
know Christ. Pray for our outreach ministry team. 

 July 15 
Isaiah 65:17, For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: And the former shall not be 
remembered, nor come into mind. 

Pray for opportunities to point people to Heaven. Pray for missionaries 
and fellow churches who preach the Gospel. 

 July 16 
Isaiah 65:18, But be ye glad and rejoice for ever in that which I create: For, behold, I create 
Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy. 

Pray for new believers to grow in their relationship with Christ and our 
church family. Pray for our transportation ministry team. 

 July 17 
Isaiah 66:23, And it shall come to pass, that from one new moon to another, And from one 
sabbath to another, Shall all flesh come to worship before me, saith the LORD. 

Pray for worship to be an expression of renewed joy in your life. 

 July 18 
Jeremiah 31:31, Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, That I will make a new covenant 
With the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah. 

Pray for the message of Christ to reach people in closed countries, such 
as China, North Korea, Iran, Saudi Arabia, and others. 



 July 19 
Lamentations 3:22–23, It is of the LORD’s mercies that we are not consumed, because his 
compassions fail not. They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness. 

Pray for our church family to celebrate God’s mercy, compassion, and 
faithfulness today. Pray for our music and media ministry team. 

 July 20 
Ezekiel 11:19, And I will give them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within you; and I will 
take the stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh. 

Pray for people in your surrounding neighborhoods to hear of Christ 
and to receive His new heart. Pray for our mens’ & womens’ ministries. 

 July 21 
Matthew 26:28, For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the 
remission of sins. 

Pray and remember Christ’s death and sacrifice to purchase your 
salvation. 

 July 22 
Matthew 27:60, And laid it in his own new tomb, which he had hewn out in the rock: and he 
rolled a great stone to the door of the sepulchre, and departed. 

Pray with joy knowing Jesus did not stay in the tomb but rose again, 
promising salvation and strength to all who trust Him in faith. 

 July 23 
John 13:34, A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved 
you, that ye also love one another. 

Pray for a renewed love for people—especially the hard ones to love. 
Pray for others who struggle loving. Pray thanking God for His love. 

 July 24 
Acts 17:21, (For all the Athenians and strangers which were there spent their time in 
nothing else, but either to tell, or to hear some new thing.) 

Pray for your life to be built on the solid Rock of Christ and His Word. 
Pray for Christians to stand on truth and not to be swayed by Satan’s 
lies and false religions. 

 July 25 
Romans 6:4, Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was 
raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness 
of life. 

Pray remembering your life belongs to the Lord because Christ 
purchased it. Pray that Jesus’ new life of righteousness would show 
more than the old life of sin. 

 July 26 
1 Corinthians 5:7, Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are 
unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us. 

Pray asking God to help you search your life for sinful attitudes and 
actions. Pray seeking God’s forgiveness and help to remove them. 

 July 27 
2 Corinthians 5:17, Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are 
passed away; behold, all things are become new. 

Pray with praise that you are a new creation in Christ. Pray that your 
life would help others see and become a new creation, too. 

 July 28 
2 Peter 3:13, Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for new heavens and a new 
earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness. 

Pray looking ahead to eternity, and see your part in in God’s plan 
today. 

 July 29 
Revelation 2:17, He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To 
him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, 
and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it. 

Pray for ears to hear God’s Word, so you can overcome this world and 
find God’s grace and blessings in times of need. Pray for Christians who 
are enduring great trials and for those who are being persecuted. 

 July 30 
Revelation 5:9, And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to 
open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out 
of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation. 

Pray that our church would reflect the Heavenly scene of redeemed 
people from around the world. Pray “racism” would perish and a 
Biblical view of God’s creation of the human race would prevail.  

 July 31 
Revelation 21:5, And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he 
said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful. 

Pray for faith to grow in your life knowing the Bible is true and faithful. 
Pray that you will study and share His Word with others and help them. 
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
